We are painting the cafeteria at Woodhome. Interns Stanley and Tevin have been painting every Wednes-
day at Woodhome Elementary and Middle School. They are finishing a project we started last summer for
our neighborhood school. In 2008 Intern Erica Furman along with Interns
Tasia and Vincent painted a poem on the cafeteria wall. The cafeteria had
not been painted in years. The old paint was chipping, the windows dirty and
the 30 year old blinds filthy. Last summer, our group started with primer,
base coat and then painted word by word (there were over 200 words!)

Why would a church help a school? Isn't there separation of church and
state? Isn’t it the city’s job to paint the schools?

This light switch represented
the condition of the whole
cafeteria before we started
painting!

We all know there is a shortage of resources for all our schools. Public
schools and several private schools are struggling to maintain facilities, build
up programs and improve academic performance. Just ask Eric Haupt and Laura Mottram about the an-
nounced closing of their alma mater Towson Catholic High School. Schools are struggling and it is painful
indeed. Children, teachers, families and schools are hurting and short on resources.

Did you know St. Luke has been helping several schools?! For several years we have donated to Parkville
High School After Prom Event that needed many community sponsors and promoted safe fellowship for
teens. This past year | have been blessed to assist with chapel at Calvary Lutheran School on Northern
Parkway. For Lent we raised almost $2500 towards a new school for 16 children with disabilities in Ethio-
pia Mekane Yesus Church. Our new partner in ministry, ELIM leads mentoring programs in several area
schools including Bethlehem Lutheran School. We also host REACH tutoring service right here at St. Luke!

So WHY would a church help a school?

Because it is about community ministryl We are called to be a thriving ministry IN the community. Healthy
communities need healthy schools, business, houses and churches! We need to help one another! If a
school suffers, not only does our neighborhood suffer! Children suffer!

It
will conduct elections
and consider memorials

(proposed at synod assem-
blies) and resolutions.

The proposed social state-
ment and recommendation
on ministry policies are
sources of significant dis-
cussion within the church.

Members are asked to pray
daily; meet in groups, use
daily Scripture readings for
reflection, hymn and prayer,
and use suggested petitions
for prayers during worship.
