Why Bring a Bible?

Do any of these apply to you?

o | am not used to bringing my Bible to church
o Our family Bible sits on a bookshelf most of the time.
o | don't really have my very own Bible

All of these applied to me. Growing up, we had official Cele-
brate Inserts in our weekly Sunday bulletins. Did you have
them too? Celebrate Inserts were inserts with Sunday’s
scripture readings printed for us. We didn’t bring our Bibles to church...ever! We didn’t even
have Bibles in the pews! Some visitors thought the green LBW hymnal was a Bible until they
opened it and found songs!

Four years ago, the Derwart family graciously gave a gift so we could have new Bibles for the
pews! We started using the pew Bibles in worship! Last year in our “Walk Through the Old Testa-
ment” we had to find books we had never opened in church before like Obadiah, Zephaniah, Hag-
gai, etc.

This Fall we are “Walking Through the New Testament!” Starting September 13t we will start
with Matthew and go through each book until we reach Revelation!

But here’s the real challenge:

Would you try BRINGING YOUR OWN Bible to church? Why would a pastor suggest this?
Your Bible is a personal library of God’s Word! The more familiar we are with our own
Bibles, the richer the journey! Yes, you might have a different translation than the one
heard in worship, but that’s wonderfull What a way to see additional meaning as you
read along!

WRITE in your Bible What?!! It is not a sin to write in your Bible? It wasn’t until seminary
that a professor said “Write in your Bible! Mark it up!” Use it as a tool for faith! Make
notes! Underline verses that challenge or bless you!” The Bible is a gift and tool for
learning faith!

Consider a Bible STUDY What better way to dig deeper, ask questions, hear someone else
notice something meaningful. The richest person in the world is the person who seeks
and finds the Word with others. Check the schedule on page 1.

Finally, if you need a new Bible, there will be Bibles in the back of the church. If you have a Bible
to donate, what a blessing that would be! Consider finding a carrying bag for your Bible...it
makes it easier and helps protect your Bible.

Of course there will still be Bibles in the pew rack for us to use if you forget. Yes, we are all back
to learning and trying new things!

Bishop Knoche Retires...

July 2009
Dear friends,

It is with mixed emotions
that | announce to you my
retirement as of October 31,
2009. The decision has not
been easy for me to make
for several reasons. One is
that | feel that | have
learned some of the skills
needed for this calling and
made the contacts that
make a bishop most effec-
tive. In addition, | allowed
my name to go forward in
the balloting for a second
term with every intention of
completing it. However, as
many of you are aware, my
health has been a concern
for the last few years. Ini-
tially I thought that my
health issues would be fi-
nally and fully addressed
once my foot had healed.
This has not been the case,
as | now face the need for
knee replacement in both
knees, with surgery sched-
uled for January 12 and 19,
2010.

The synod has been very
patient and much in prayer
during my past ilinesses, for
which | am most grateful.
But after much discussion
and prayer, | have come to
the conclusion that the

synod needs a bishop who
does not have to devote so
much time to self-care when
there is so much synodical
work to be done. It is on this
basis, and this basis alone,
that | have decided to retire.

From this point on, the
Synod Council will deter-
mine the process to be fol-
lowed during the transition
to a new bishop. Having
worked with this group for
some time and knowing the
strong leadership skills of
Vice President Yolanda Tan-
ner, | am confident that the
council will act prayerfully,
faithfully and decisively to
guide the synod during this
time. One possibility is that
the council will appoint an
interim bishop and call a
special synod assembly
early in 2010 to elect a
bishop. Whatever the coun-
cil decides, however, will be
communicated with all
members of the synod in as
many ways as possible. |
know you join me in offering
prayers of gratitude that
God has blessed us with
these faithful leaders and
prayers that God will con-
tinue to offer them guidance
in the days ahead.

It has been a privilege to
serve as your bishop, a call-

ing that &
was as
surpris-
ing to
me as it
was to
many of
you. Whatever | have ac-
complished reflects largely
on the fine work of the as-
sistants to the bishop and
the synod staff. | can retire
with confidence because |
know how faithfully and
competently they work. As
my health permits, and as
the new bishop and the
Synod Council think appro-
priate, | hope to continue in
retirement to try to bring
into being the Lutheran Ado-
lescent Recovery School
and to help the “Sowing for
the Harvest” campaign.

Again, | thank you for the
privilege of serving as your
bishop. God has sustained
me in that calling, and for
that | give thanks. Pray for
me, and | will pray for you, in
the days ahead.

Several people have asked
about the parsonage, espe-
cially now that Frank Mann
has gotten married and
moved. St. Luke leaders
wanted to share an update
and history of the parson-
age.

History of the parsonage:

The last Pastor to use the
parsonage was Pastor
Bosse. Pastor Kelley re-
quested a housing allow-
ance because he had a fam-
ily with small children. At
that point, St. Luke rented
the parsonage to member
Paul Frebert , for $300 a
month for whole house. Mr.
Frebert helped look after St.
Luke, locking up and pitch-
ing in.

After Paul Frebert, St. Luke

spent $25,000 to make the
parsonage into two apart-
ments. Bob Perry, as a real-
tor, used to screen appli-
cants for us. Secretary,
Karen Goodrich managed
the monthly rent and re-
quests for Council for re-
pairs.

In 2002, St. Luke began
renting the parsonage to
members (first Minnie Kur-
rle and then Frank Mann)
and to non members (Roy
Bosley and Tralissa Taylor).
St. Luke took in about
$1400 a month in total
rent.

In April 2008 Roy and Tral-
issa Taylor unexpectedly
bought a house and moved.
At the same time we had a
family in St. Luke that
needed a safe place to live.
The Conroy family was going
through a difficult divorce
and Carol wanted her chil-
dren to be able to stay in
their school (Woodhome)
and close to their church
(St. Luke). So St. Luke’s
Council agreed to offer the
upstairs apartment, rent
free, for a transition period.

It has been a year of learn-
ing and becoming financially
stable.

This August, St. Luke Coun-
cil has agreed to rent the
upstairs apartment to Carol
Conroy’s family for $500 a
month. Council would like
to post the downstairs
apartment for $850 a
month. Since the first floor
apartment is bigger, and
includes both the basement
and a carport, Council felt
the rent could be higher, but
remains extremely reason-
able.
